always. The new Rigaku NEX CG EDXRF was purchased in 202
by the centre from its budget to replace the oldXRD. The
instruments can analyzevarious samples including rocks anc
minerals, clay materids since it was accompanied by Ultrasoni
Probe and Centrifuge to facilitate proper study and
characterization of rock ores, sediments, silt, clays and industrie
minerals archaeological artefacts. Preventive Service of th
Instruments is normally perfumed after every six months in order
to keep these machines function according to the Qualit
Procedures. The service of the instruments was done by seni
Eng. Helmut Flinspach, who is a service engineer from Wirsar
Scientific & Precision Equipment, Johanneshrg, South Africa.
