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The 4th regional workshop in PanAfGeo related to the Work Package ñArtisanal 

and Small-Scale Miningò, which targeted 45 participants from 16 English 

speaking countries in Eastern and Northern Africa took place at Bahari Beach 

Hotel, Dar es Salaam; Tanzania during 13-16 November 2023. The participants 

attended the workshop are from the following countries such as Libya, Egypt, 

Sudan, South Sudan, Eritrea, Somaliland, Ethiopia, Uganda, Kenya, Tanzania, 

Rwanda, Malawi, Zambia, Seychelles and Mauritius.  

The African Minerals and Geosciences Centre (AMGC) cooperated to hold this 

workshop with the organizer Dr. John Tychsen, the Director of Artisanal Small-

Scale Mining (ASSM) Consultant from University of AArhus, Denmark. The 

training was officiated by an EU-diplomat in Dar es Salaam and the Director 

General of AMGC on 13 November 2023.
